[bookmark: _GoBack]The University of Reading is offering a short course in statistics for policy makers. It will cover concepts needed to make decisions in business and government. 
Course director Carlos Barahona says ‘it is designed to last half a day because we understand that the targeted audience is time constrained. To cover a substantial amount of statistical material in this short time, without the use of mathematical formulae and with minimum of jargon, we make use of graphical displays that convey the concepts and their use. During the session fair amount of time is allocated to questions and answers about the practical use of statistical results as sources of information.
